1.	 '~Must meet ALL of the following criteria with emphasis on ACT/SAT score/scores. 
a.	 Minimum ACT score of 21 or SAT score of 1500 
b.	 Minimum cumulative grade point average of 3.30 in high school. 
c.	 Participation in extracurricular activities and community service. 

2.	 Must be a United States citizen. 
3.	 Must submit the application and ALL the required documents postmarked by February 29,2008. 
4.	 Must be a first-time entering freshman as determined by Oklahoma State Regents' policy. 
5.	 Application must be accompanied by a copy of the Certificate of Admission to Langston 

University. 
6.	 To have scholarship continued, student must live in campus housing, achieve a minimum 

cumulative grade point average of 3.25 the first semester and a 3.00 each semester thereafter, 
participate in the LU Scholars Club, attend fine arts/cultural enrichment programs & attend 
scholarly seminars, do a minimum of thirty (30) hours of community senrice per semester, 
and maintain a status of "good standing" with Langston University. 

The Edwin P. McCabe Honors Program 

,	 The premier scholarships for incoming freshmen - the McCabe Scholarships - require students to 
participate in the Edwin P. McCabe Honors Program. Participants must take 50 hours of honors courses 
designed to develop communication skills, analytical thinking, creativity, and leadership. These scholars also 
are required: 

•	 to attend fine arts and cultural enrichment programs; 
•	 to do community service; , 
•	 to interact with outstanding speakers and scholars; 
•	 to do research; 
•	 to have the challenge of writing a thesis in the junior and senior years; 
•	 to be model students and to serve as ambassadors for Langston University. 

Applicants who do not meet these MINIMUM criteria will be referred to Admission for other 
scholarships.
